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Privacy Notice – DA Safe Accommodation Support Service

This notice explains what personal information we hold about you, how we collect it, how we use it and how we may share it. 

Who are we?

Salus collects, uses and is responsible for certain personal information about you. When we do so, we are regulated under the General Data Protection Regulation. 

We offer a range of services to support the improvement of social skills, educational achievement, emotional health and well-being and long-term outcomes for children, young people and their families.
The Salus DA Safe Accommodation Support Service (SASS) has been funded by Kent County Council, to help them to support children and families living in Safe Accommodation. 

The personal information we collect and use for this service; our lawful basis for processing this data is consent:

· Personal information (such as name, address, contact details, date of birth, gender)

· Special category characteristics (such as disability)

· Reasons for support (such as what is working well and what you are worried about)

· Notes of our plans and our work together 

· Evaluation information (such as school data, questionnaires completed by you, your family members or school). 
We use your personal information to: 

· Record any contact we have with you

· Provide a bespoke service to you, and evaluate how well we do it

· Enable joint working with other services to ensure you receive the right support at the right time

· Respond to complaints, incidents, legal matters or any other issues.

Who we share your personal information with

· KCC (who are funding this service; only anonymised data), NHS (only anonymised data)

· Schools (if applicable)

· Partner organisations where necessary or beneficial for you and your family

· Law enforcement or other authorities if required by applicable law.

How long your personal data will be kept

We, and/or KCC, will hold your personal information securely and retain it from the child /young person’s date of birth until they reach the age of 25, after which the information is securely destroyed.
